5. Installation

PREPARATORY WORK

When used as a sealer only, the surface should
be clean and dry. Qil stains, dirt and other sur-
face confaminants must be removed. Use
QUIKRETE Concrete and Asphalt Cleaner to
properly prepare the surface. Unsound, flaking
concrete should be removed or repaired.

APPLICATION

Curing Compound Applications

QUIKRETE Concrete Sealer should be applied

after finishing when the new concrete has hard-

ened and the surface sheen has disappeared.

QUIKRETE Concrete Sealler is ready to use.

o Using a garden sprayer, apply 2 thin layers
at right angles to one another. Apply even-
ly fo obtain coverage of 200 ft?/gal
(49 m?/L). Do not leave puddies. Use a brush
fo spread excess and remove puddies

* Even application is extremely important
with colored concrete. Uneven application
of QUIKRETE Concrete Sedler will result in
uneven color

Sealer Applications

* For sealing finished concrete surfaces,
apply using a broom, brush or roller

o Apply af a uniform thickness to obtfain a
coverage of 150 - 200 ft#/gal (3.7 - 49 m?/L),
depending on the texture of the surface

* Do not leave puddies. If puddies form on
fextured surfaces, use a brush fo remove
them

* Clean application tools, particularly sprayer
nozzles, with water immediatfely after use

* QUIKRETE Concrete Sealer dries fo a clear,
semigloss finish in about 1 hour. Drying fime
will be increased in cool weather

PRECAUTIONS

* Do not apply more than the recommend-
ed amount

* When used as a curing compound, do not
apply fo finished concrete surface too

er application time will be 4 - 6 hours after
placing

e When used as a curing compound in hot,
windy weather, the proper application time
will be reduced to os little as 2 - 3 hours
after placing. Wait af least 10 - 12 hours in
cool weather. Apply after finishing and
when surface water has been reabsorbed

e When used as a curing compound, do not
apply if rain, heavy dew or temperatures
below 50 degrees F (10 degrees C) are
expected within 24 hours

* When used as a sealer, do not apply if rain,
heavy dew or ftemperatures below 50
degrees F (10 degrees C) are expected with-
in 4 hours

* Do not cover surfaces tfreated with
QUIKRETE Concrete Sealer for at least 24
hours after application
